These boards cost in excess of $700 each for a 
foam boards and over $1,000 each for each 
fibreglass board.  If you are able to go into the 
sheds and select a board and bring it down to 
the beach then you are able to bring it back up.
It is the responsibility of the nippers to bring the 
boards back up from the beach, wash them 
down and put them away neatly in the boat 
shed.  
If you happen to see a board that someone has 
forgotten, help out  - pick it up and bring it up to 
the sheds - 
If this does not occur in the future, all nippers will loose the 
privilege of being able to use a club board, as they will be locked 
away and kids won’t be able to use them.
